            Maverick Sportfishing Team fishing aboard the Spanish Fly moved into first place by 
releasing a blue marlin and two sailfish.  Dan Pimental added one sailfish to the A-Fin-Ity score 
to maintain the second place team.  Gallo Pinto and angler Ben White added a striped marlin to 
the leader board for third place in the Contender Boats – ICT Team Division. 
            The Baptist Health Angler Division is shaping up to be a hotly contested finale.  Ben 
White released a striped marlin to punch him to the top of the leader board.  Right behind him is 
Mainor Oporto and Henry Riggs-Miller(A-Fin-Ity).
